Honorable Vessels
The Potter's Wheel Prophecy: Conclusion
2 Timothy 2:20-26

(1) What type of vessel are we? (20-21)

(@) In every church, business, family, organization, country and -culture, all
individuals are vessels in the Potter's Hands.

(b) The question is whether the vessel is used by God for honorable or
dishonorable purposes.

(c) All honorable vessels started as dishonorable ones.

(d) But not all dishonorable vessels become noble ones because a love of darkness
more than light.

(2) How do we become honorable vessels? (22)

(a) Flee from qualities that spring forth from a youthful temperament:

Impatience: Incomprehensible to a young person that a situation cannot be fixed
overnight.

Harshness: Nicknames for detractors, the cast of an eye, the set of a jaw, the tone
of a voice.

Contentiousness: Love of debate and winning it; dogmatism flourlshes inability to
comprehend another perspective diminishes.

Two mouths and one ear: defensive; hostile to an ego wound; everythmg countered
with "but."

(b) Pursue qualities that spring forth from a wise temperament.

Righteousness: What actions denote a right standing before God?

Faith: Simple trust that is demonstrated more than verbalized.

Love: Proven most by the degree it's displayed to enemies.

Peace: Presence of God in the midst of great conflict.

(3) How do we maintain honorable vessels? (23-25a)

(a) Wisdom in knowing what to engage in and what will only lead to a quarrel.

(b) Firmness and kindness can go together.

(c) Gentle correction without a clever put down is possible.

(d) Quick to take offense and slow to forgive has no place among a redeemed
people.

(4) Why being an honorable vessel is important in our world right now. (25b-26)
(a) Repentance of others directly correlates to our conduct as vessels right here.

(b) The world is in bondage just like we used to be; Jesus has empowered us as
vessels to guide them out with the Gospel.
